Almost all women and men in employment are eligible for parental leave.

This factsheet is based on an eligibility study of how many women and men (aged 20-49) would be eligible for parental
leave if they had a child in 2017 and the reasons behind their non-eligibility ('). For Czechia, it is not possible to simulate all
the conditions that apply due to data restrictions.

Parental leave benefit, Rodicovsky prispevek, is available for all parents irrespective of their eligibility for the leave. This
allowance acts as a subsidy to childcare costs. Parents are allowed to work while receiving parental benefit. While the leave
can be taken only until the child turns the age of three, the allowance is reserved for families until the child is four years
of age.
